submit a logo design for new Long lIsland Business Teachers’ Association.
The rules are simple.

1. Come up with an image — simple, creative and original.

2. Your design may incorporate the words Long Island BTA and an image. The logo should
convey that the purpose of the organization--promoting excellence in business education

3. Judging will be based on originality, design quality, and visual impact. Entries become the sole
property of Long Island BTA and will not be returned. The Long Island BTA reserves the right to
modify the design to meet graphic requirements.

4. Entries must be submitted on an 8-1/2" x 11" paper (VERTICAL FORMAT) in black, white, and
red only with no gradation/shading. The image (banner) should be 800 pixels by 90 pixels. All
other sizes will be disqualified.

5. The following information must appear on the reverse side of the design: student’s name, school,
year of graduation, home address, city, state, zip code, home phone number, name of teacher, and
signed statement certifying the originality of the submitted work.

6. Programs that can be used include: Photoshop, Illustrator, InDesign, PaintShopPro
7. Designs must be limited to three colors and suitable for silk screening—black, white, red
8. Logo must show well in different size formats — minimum size 2”
9. Logos must be submitted as .jpg version ONLY
10. No inappropriate material will be accepted
11. Students may not submit more than one entry

Copyright Requirements

All work must be completely original. Copyright sign-off forms are required for each submission. This
form must accompany each entry into the Long Island BTA Logo Contest. The form must be signed by
the student and his/her teacher and parent/guardian.

Prize:

The winning design will be included on the home page of www.longislandbta.org. The design
must be adaptable for any and all appropriate uses including posters, banners, program covers, T-
shirts and press releases.
